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2. Recapitalization of Regional Rural Banks (RRBs):-

Government had constituted a Committee under the Chairmanship of Dr. K.C. Chakrabarty,
Dy. Governor, RBI to look into the financial aspects of RRBs and to suggest measures to
bring capital to risk weighted assets ratio (CRAR) of RRBs to 9% (the benchmark set by
RBI). With a view to bringing the CRAR of RRBs to at least 9%, the Committee, inter-alia,
recommended recapitalization support to the extent of * 2,200 crore for 40 RRBs in 21 States,
to be shared by the stakeholders in proportion to their shareholding in RRBs i.e. 50% by the
Central Government, 15% by the State Government and 35% by the concerned sponsor
banks. The Central Government share in the Scheme worked out to be ~ 1,100 crore. The
Cabinet in its meeting held on 10.2.2011 approved the Scheme for recapitalization of RRBs as
recommended by the Committee. Anamount of* 700 crore was also approved as contingency
fund to meet the requirement of the weak RRBs, particularly those in the North Eastern and
Eastern Region. Subsequently, an amount of* 1086.70 crore was released to 39 RRBs against
the Central Government share of ~ 1100 crore.

b. The Scheme was extended with the approval of Cabinet from time to time to continue the
process of recapitalization of the RRBs, who are unable to maintain minimum CRAR of 9%.

5. Atal Pension Yojana (APY):-

Atal Pension Yojana (APY) was launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister on 9thMay, 2015,
and is being implemented with effect from 1st June, 2015. The Scheme is implemented by
PFRDA and aims to provide monthly pension to eligible subscribers not covered under any
organized pension scheme. APY is open to all citizens who are between 18-40 years of age and
having Savings Bank account/Post Office Saving Bank account. Underthe APY, the subscribers
would receive the fixed minimum pension guaranteed by the Government of * 1000 per month
or ~ 2000 per month or ° 3000 per month or = 4000 per month or * 5000 per month, at the age
of 60 years, depending on their contributions, which would be based on the age of joining the
APY .

However,
co-contribution by the Government under APY is only available to the subscribers who are not
the members of any statutory social security scheme and who are not income tax payers.

6. Pension Plan for Senior Citizens - Varishtha Pension Bima Yojana (VPBY):-

The Varishtha Pension Bima Yojana (VPBY) 2003 and Varishtha Pension Bima Yojana
(VPBY) 2014 are social security schemes for Senior Citizens intended to give an assured
minimum pension to them based on a guaranteed minimum return on the subscription amount.
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The pension is envisaged until death from the date of subscription with payback of the
subscription amounton death ofthe subscriber to the nominee.

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7. Pradhan Mantri Vaya Vandana Yojana (PMVVY):-

Government had launched the Pradhan Mantri Vaya Vandana Yojana (PMVVY)in 2017
to provide social security during old age and to protect elderly persons aged 60 and above against
a future fall in their interest income due to uncertain market conditions. The scheme is being
implemented through Life Insurance Corporation of India (LIC). Thisscheme was firstextended
up to 2020 and has further been extended for another three years i.e. up to 31st March 2023. The
scheme enables old age income security for senior citizens through provision of assured pension/
return linked to the subscription amount based on government guarantee to Life Insurance
Corporation of India (LIC).

PMV VY offers an assured rate of return of 7.40% per annum for the year 2020-21 for policy
duration of 10 years. Insubsequent years, while the scheme is in operation, there will be annual
reset of assured rate of return with effect from April 1st of the financial year in line with
applicablerate of return of Senior Citizens Saving Scheme (SCSS) up toa ceiling of 7.75% with
fresh appraisal of the scheme on breach of this threshold at any point.

The differential return, i.e. the difference betweenreturn generated by LIC and the assured
return would be borne by Government of India as subsidy onan annual basis. Pension is payable
at the end of each period during the policy tenure of 10 years as per the frequency of monthly/
quarterly/ half-yearly/yeatly as chosen by the subscriber at the time of purchase. Minimum
purchase price under the scheme is ~ 1,62,162/- for a minimum pension of ~ 1,000/- per month
and the maximum purchase price is~ 15 lakh per senjor citizen for getting a pension amount of
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*9,250/-. A total number of 7,45,469 subscribers are being benefited under the scheme as on
30.11.2021.
